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Abstract

The abstract should appear at the top of the left-hand column of text, about 0.5 inch (12 mm) below. Leave a 0.5 inch (12 mm) space between the end of the abstract and the beginning of the main text. The abstract should contain 2000 characters maximum, and should be identical to the abstract of the manuscript submitted electronically. All manuscripts must be in English and text must be printed in black ink.
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1. Introduction
These guidelines include complete descriptions of the fonts, spacing, and related information for producing your proceedings manuscripts. Please follow them and if you have any questions, direct them to mayan@stu.kanazawa-u.ac.jp.

2. Formatting your paper
All printed material, including text, illustrations, and charts, must be kept within a print area of 7 inches (178 mm) wide by 9 inches (229 mm) high. Do not write or print anything outside the print area. The top margin must be 1 inch (25 mm), and the left margin must be 0.75 inch (19 mm). 

3. Page title section
The paper title (on the first page) should be centered, completely capitalized, and in Times 15-point, boldface type. 
4. Major headings
Major headings, for example, “1. Introduction”, should appear with initial word in capital letter, bold face if possible, and in Times 14-point, centered in the left, with one blank line before, and one blank line after. Use a period (“.”) after the heading number, not a colon. 

4.1. Subheadings
Subheadings should appear in lower case (initial word capitalized) in boldface. They should start at the left margin on a separate line in Times 12-point.
4.1.1. Sub-subheadings
Sub-subheadings should appear in lower case (initial word capitalized) and start at the left margin on a separate line in Times 11-point, with paragraph text beginning on the following line. They should be in italics.

5. LENGTH
All papers must not exceed eighteen pages. Over-length papers will not be reviewed and will automatically be rejected. Note that all pages must adhere to the margins described in Section 2.

6. Illustrations, graphs, and photographs
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Fig. 1. Example of placing a figure with experimental results.　
Illustrations must appear within the designated margins. All the illustrations should be centered and if possible, position illustrations at the top of columns, rather than in the middle or at the bottom. All halftone illustrations must be clear black and white prints. Figure 1 shows you an example of how to do this.

7. Tables and equations
Tables and important equations must be centered in the column. Table 1 shows an example of a table while the equation (1) shows an example of an equation layout.

Large tables or long equations may span across both columns. Any table or equation that takes up more than one column width must be positioned either at the top or at the bottom of the page.

9. Citations and References

Citation of your own work is allowed but this have to be done with care in order not to disclose your own identity. You should not use phrases such as “In previous works [20], we have proposed...” Instead you can use “In previous works [20], the authors proposed...”
List and number all bibliographical references at the end of the paper. The references can be numbered in alphabetic order or in order of appearance in the document. When referring to them in the text, type the corresponding reference number in square brackets as shown at the end of this sentence. An example is given at the end of this toolkit as [1]. 
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
